Our Local Distilleries

Benromach Distillery — located outside Nairn on the outskirts of Forres. Founded in 1898. Just two
experienced distillers create Benromach using the fine Scottish barley and pure spring water from
nearby Romach Hills.

Royal Brackla Distillery — located outside Nairn on the road to Cawdor. Founded in 1812, the
distillery is one of only three ever entitled to be called ‘Royal’. As a result of King William IV’s particular
liking for the whisky, it was called ‘The King’'s Own Whisky’.

Tomatin Distillery —located in the Monadhliath Mountains just south of Inverness. Founded in 1897,
Tomatin is one of the highest distilleries in Scotland at 315 metres above sea level.

How to Taste Whisky

Tasting whisky is very personal and each whisky is different, but there are three things to look out for
in every whisky.

Aroma: Swirl the “dram” around your glass. Slowly take in the different aromas.
Taste: Take a sip and roll the whisky around your mouth. Feel the flavours and taste.

Finish: The sensation that lingers in your mouth is the finish.

Aroma

Incense-like, heather honey, fruity softness,
notes of pineapple, toast and cereal

Dry, fresh, fruity aromas of apples and pears
with sweet notes of vanilla and mint toffee

“A'bunadh” means “original” in Gaelic. This
potent whisky is exceptional. Powerful nose
evokes sherry, full fragrances slightly smoked,
red fruit.

Distillery established in 1825 at the foot of Ben
Nevis. This whisky has a sweet malty
bouquet. Light citrus aroma.

Rich sherry with fruit & nut chocolate and
cinnamon. Green apples, malty, digestive
biscuit note and light peat smoke.

Sweet, charred oak aromas with fresh fruit
notes (bananas and pineapples). An earthy,
toasted aroma also present

Initial soft fruit notes, with a subtle medicinal
edge. Sweetness develops and a touch of fire
embers linger.

More salt, seaweed and smoke than at 10
years.

Aromatic with a subtle whiff of smoke floating
through the air.

Malty sweetness, peat, oil and smoked meat.
Some lemon pudding notes.

IWSC Bronze Award winner 2008. Orange,
marmalade and aromatic spices.

Matured in sherry butts. Potent and robust.
Sweet with toffee, vanilla, sherry and orange.

Big, crisp, dry and very aromatic nose with
hints of heather and peat.

Sherry and heather floral nose. Hint of caramel
and honey.

Fruity and fresh. Green apples and pears.
Touch of wood and almonds.

Aromatic, vanilla, cut flowers and a clean,
toasty note. Increasingly sweet and creamy,
with fresh citrus and lemon

Syrupy, lingering on the
tongue like a liqueur.

Very smooth and creamy,
with spicy-sweet nutmeg,
honey and autumn fruits.

Smooth palate, rich with
menthol hints. The fruit taste
is intense. Sweet chocolate
and orange notes.

Soft oils, citrus notes. Very
big on the malt, but sweet
enough to savour.

Forest fruits — bramble and
raspberry. Sherry, malt
creaminess, strongly peaty.

Sweet, vanilla and toffee
flavours. Hints of green
apples and orange peel.

Touch of gentle spices.
Warming with a pronounced
sweetness, hints of ash.

Medium. Lightly syrupy.

Light fruit and nut appeal
leading to malty sweetness.

Malty sweetness, green
barley, some creosote and
treacle toffee

Elegant and rich on the
palate with intense citrus and
hints of sweet vanilla.

Christmas spices, lush malt
and dry ginger.

Smooth, soft heather, honey
and vanilla flavours. Then
citrus-fruit and malted bread.

Aroma

Aromatic, with flowers. Clean and simple, with
some maltiness. Sherry notes, spice and
vanilla

Full. Some peat, floral notes, sherry, honey
and fruit.

Arich nose, flower and spicy hints with some
vanilla wood notes.

Lghtly drying, warm malty. Butterscotch and
shortbread. Lemon and meringue in the back.

Ripe fruits, spice and toffee on the nose, with
a whiff of Golden Syrup.

Made from a selection or rare Jura whiskies —

(Diuragh the gaelic word meaning a native of
Jura).

Firm and positive, yet forcibly mellow. Rich,
sensual nuances of honey, orange blossom.

Intense peat smoke with iodine and seaweed
and a rich, deep sweetness.

Peat smoke and seaweed leap off the nose,
followed by something a little sweeter and
fruitier.

Intense smoky bonfire aroma.

The hidden jewel of Speyside. A luxury malt.

Cream, spice, toffee apples and honey.

Sherry, cooked cherries and sweet toasted
marshmallow.

Complex, with hints of fruit, heather and hone.

Full aroma with hints of rose and cinnamon.

Rich sweetness and fruits - oranges, lemons

and pears, with sea-salt and peaty smokiness.

Subtle peatiness. Delicate.

Aroma

Sweet, rich fruit aromas with green, leafy
notes. Smoky with a balanced sweetness.
Spicy notes also present - treacle toffee.

Sherry aromas dominate. Sweet fruit and
earthy aromas present with a subtle smoky
note.

Light, rife with vanilla, almonds and rather
flowery. Medium sweet
